‘TEACHER RESOURCES’ LESSON PLAN NO. 4

MR CLOCK FACE

SUITABLE FOR:
5 to 7yrs

RATING:
Easy Moderate Hard

VALUE:

This craft activity is very good for
teaching children to tell the time.
The children will also learn number
recognition, to be able to visualise
and identify numbers.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:
EC Liquicryl paint

Paper plate

Recycled cardboard

Marker pen

Split pin

METHOD:

Ask the children to select from the range of Liquicryl paints and to paint a colourful face on the paper plate
and allow it to dry.

Cut out two clock hands from recycled cardboard. Use a hole punch to make holes in the end of the hands,
push the split pin through, make a hole in the centre of the plate and insert the split pin.

Use the black marker pen to write the numbers around the plate.

TIPS:
You can also make shapes or alphabet letter plates and have the class point to them using the hands of the clock.
